ILLINOIS OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE
ROOF RUNOFF STRUCTURE
Follow the operation and maintenance plan below to keep your gutters and downspouts  functioning as intended:

· Inspect after significant storm events and at least twice a year to identify repair and maintenance needs.  Inspection should include all parts of the system, including gutters, downspouts, mounting brackets, and outlet system.  All repairs identified should be completed immediately.
· Keep the gutters and downspouts clear of debris.  
· If the roof runoff is directed to an underground outlet, ensure that the inlet to the underground outlet is kept clear of debris and animal entry.  Make sure that all protective guards remain in place.
· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular, or livestock damage to the roof runoff system. 
· Protect the structure from damage by farm equipment and livestock.  
· If erosion occurs on the ground surface below the gutters or at the downspout outlet, repair immediately to prevent damage to the system and maintain positive drainage.
