ILLINOIS OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE
ANIMAL TRAILS AND WALKWAYS  

Follow the operation and maintenance plan below to keep your animal trail/walkway functioning as intended:

· Inspect after significant storm events and at least twice a year to identify repair and maintenance needs.

· Replace surface aggregate on gravel trail, as needed to maintain the lines and grade of the original design, including filling any ruts or holes.  Maintain positive drainage away from the center of the trail to prevent ponding of water.

· Periodically remove manure accumulations, adhering to all federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations governing waste management, pollution, abatement, health, and safety.
· Promptly repair or replace damaged or broken fencing.
· Promptly repair and re-vegetate bare spots and eroded areas adjacent to trail.  Apply fertilizer and lime as appropriate to maintain vigorous vegetation.

· Inspect for damage from rodents or burrowing animals.  Repair any damage and take appropriate corrective actions to prevent further damage.
