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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

PRESCRIBED BURNING – CODE 338
Inspections and maintenance are required to obtain the intended desired results of the Prescribed Burning practice.  A maintenance program shall be followed that is consistent with the purpose of this practice, its intended life, and criteria for its design.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 5-year service life of the Prescribe Burning practice are:

· Where wildlife habitat is a concern, do not mow, brush hog, prescribed burn, or use chemical or biological means during the primary nesting season (April 1 to July 15 for NJ).
· Prescribed Burn season is October 1 to March 15.
· Comply with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations during the implementation of this practice.
· The Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401 -7671 q)

· N.G.A.C. Title 7, Chapter 27, Air Pollution Control Code, Subchapter 2 – Control and Prohibition of Open Burning

· N.J.S.A. Title 13 Forest Fire Laws 
· Contact your local County Forest Service for a Prescribed Burning Permit. 

· Monitoring the burn after the ash and debris on the site are at pre-burn temperatures.

· Sufficient fire suppression equipment and personnel shall be available to prevent any wildfire incidences or safety and health issue violations.

· Burning can be hazardous to personnel conducting it and of particular danger is smoke   Avoid smoke where poison ivy is being burned.
· Safety is the paramount consideration.  Safety measures of personnel include their being familiar with the burn plan as well as having adequate communication, transportation, and protective clothing.
