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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN
PRECISION LAND FORMING – CODE 462

Precision Land Forming provides for improved surface drainage and erosion control in the treated area. The estimated life span of the installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this conservation practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good inspection and maintenance program including the following requirements:


GENERAL REQUIREMENTS


· In cultivated areas avoid use of tillage equipment and patterns that leave ridges or depressions that cannot be removed by subsequent tillage operations.

· Restore or re-grade areas damaged by vehicles, livestock, etc that results in depressions, mounds, compaction or other conditions that impair the planned use or function of the area.

· Inspect and maintain associated surface and subsurface drainage practices.

· Maintain vegetative or other surface treatments.
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
