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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN
ROOF RUNOFF STRUCTURE – CODE 558

Roof Runoff Structures collect and control precipitation from roof areas. The estimated life span of the installation is at least 15 years.  The life of this conservation practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good inspection and maintenance program including the following requirements:


GENERAL REQUIREMENTS


· As a minimum inspect roof runoff structures annually and after major storm events.

· Inspect outlet locations.  Correct erosion or scour.  Replace missing animal guards. 

· Gutters and Downspouts

· Maintain all gutters and downspouts free from foreign material.

· Maintain all fasteners securely holding all roof gutters and downspouts in place.

· Maintain protective guards on downspouts in livestock areas.

· Maintain all outlets free from debris and obstructions.

· Maintain any screens and strainers in good working condition.

· Inspect gutters for leakage at splices and expansion joints.  Re-seal as needed.


· Rock-filled Trenches

· Gravel must be kept clean.  Promptly remove accumulated dirt and debris.

· Exclude vehicles and livestock from trench areas.  Repair damages immediately.

· Mow adjacent vegetation.
