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HEAVY USE AREA PROTECTION - CODE 561 
LIVESTOCK AREAS

Heavy Use Area Protection (HUAP) provides a stabilized surface in areas of livestock concentration. This practice was installed to improve livestock management, minimize degradation of water quality, reduce erosion, and to conserve nutrients for beneficial use.  Associated conservation practices installed to address runoff and manure management must also be properly managed and maintained for the system to provide the desired benefits.

Heavy use areas that are protected by roofing shall not be enclosed or otherwise modified to provide a livestock housing function nor shall these areas be converted to other purposes such as for storage of equipment, feed, etc.  Livestock shall be managed such that resource concerns associated with an unstabilized holding or loafing area do not become established.

Roofed heavy use protection areas are intended to be open-sided facilities.  Up to twenty percent of an open side may be enclosed without special design to provide shelter against wind and precipitation.  Enclosure beyond twenty percent shall require a special design prepared by a NJ licensed professional engineer.  No more than two sides may be enclosed.    

The estimated life span of the installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this conservation practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good inspection and maintenance program including the following requirements:

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

· As a minimum inspect surfaces and associated components annually and after major storm events.

· Inspect surfaces for signs of wear, settlement, or other deterioration.

· Clean surfaces of waste on a regular basis to avoid excessive accumulations that can impair the function and purpose of the practice.  Follow time intervals specified in the Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan, where applicable.

· Repair damaged or deteriorated surfaces or components including re-grading and restoring gravel surfaces, patching spalled or potholed concrete or asphalt surfaces, replacing displaced or damaged curbing, re-establishing vegetated areas, etc.

· Inspect and maintain runoff management components including diversions, roofs, basins, gutters, etc.

· If air quality is a concern, clean, flush, or moisten surface to suppress dust.  Collect and properly dispose of excess water.
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
