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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN
STREAMBANK AND SHORELINE PROTECTION – CODE 580

Streambank and Shoreline Protection stabilizes and protects these areas against erosion. The estimated life span of the installation is at least 20 years.  The life of this conservation practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good inspection and maintenance program including the following requirements:


GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

· As a minimum inspect annually and after major storm events.

· Check all rock riprap sections for accelerated weathering and displacement. Replace to original grades and alignment, if necessary.

· Check bioengineering features such as tree revetments, root wads, brush mattresses, etc for damage or displacement.  Re-establish if adequate protection is not provided.  

· Maintain vigorous growth of desirable vegetative coverings. This includes reseeding, fertilization, and controlled application of herbicides when necessary. Periodic mowing may be needed to control height.

· Inspect woody vegetation for survival and growth. Replant additional materials where adequate survival has not been achieved.

· Maintain installed fencing materials.  Remove temporary fencing after plant establishment period.

· Remove debris that may accumulate at the treated section, and immediately upstream or downstream from the installation.

· Control livestock access and use of unfenced areas.

· Check bank areas for excessive sloughing or erosion.  Take corrective action as required.

· Check for undesirable scour or deposition adjacent to protective measures.  Evaluate causes and take corrective action as required.

· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular, or livestock damage.
