· On Federal, State, or Tribal lands, or when federal funding is involved on private land, the landowner or operator must have archaeological clearance and concurrence from the responsible agency prior to any construction.  If during installation, any archaeological or historical resources are found, the landowner or operator must cease operations and consult with NRCS and appropriate state agencies prior to continuing construction. 
· Installation shall be in accordance with the drawings, specifications, and special requirements.

[bookmark: Text20]A properly operated and maintained grade stabilization structure is an asset to your farm.  This grade stabilization structure was designed and installed to stabilize and eroding area and to safely convey runoff from the drainage area.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least        years.  The life of the structure can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.  
This practice will require you to perform periodic maintenance and may also require operational items to maintain satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

General Recommendations:
· Avoid operating farm and ranch equipment too close to the structure.
· Restrict grazing on and behind the structure until vegetation is established, once established allow only limited use to manage the vegetation.
· Remove all large debris that may accumulate at the structure, especially any debris located in weirs, drop inlets and spillways.
· Make sure all structure drains are functional and soil is not being transported through the drainage system.   Repair if not functioning.  The screens and/or rodent guards shall also be kept in place.
· Eradicate or otherwise remove all rodents or burrowing animals.  Immediately repair any damage caused by their activity.
· Remove woody vegetation from embankments.
· Maintain weir and spillway elevations that may have been impacted by flood events; replace any displaced material to original grades and elevations.
· Determine and eliminate causes of settlement or cracks in the earthen sections and repair damage.
· Repair spalls, cracks and weathered areas in concrete surfaces.
· Repair or replace rusted or damaged metal and paint.
· Replace weathered or displaced rock riprap to constructed grade.
· Wire bound rock shall be inspected for breaks in the wire or displaced materials, and repaired as needed.
