	Site Preparation

	Prepare a weed free firm seedbed.  Apply fertilizer before seeding and incorporate in the top 4 inches of the soil.  Plant just before summer rains or irrigate to establish border.

	

	Planting Method(s)

	Drill grass and/or legume seed       in. deep uniformly over area.  Establish stand of vegetation according to recommended seeding rate listed above.  If necessary to control erosion, mulch newly seeded area with       ton/ac of mulch material.  Use small grain as a companion crop only if irrigation is used to establish the border.

	

	Maintenance

	Maintain original width and height of the planted area.  Harvest, mow, reseed, and fertilize to maintain plant density, vigorous plant growth, and to remove plant nutrients.  Do not mow when upland game birds may be nesting.  Do not burn except to improve stand, as burning removes winter cover for wildlife. Inspect after major storms, remove trapped sediment, and repair any eroding areas.  Shut off pesticide sprayers when turning on the field borders.
