Site Preparation

Prepare firm seedbed or no till.  Apply lime and fertilizer according to recommendations.

Planting Method(s)

Drill grass and/or legumes seed       inches deep uniformly.  Establish stand of vegetation according to recommended seeding rate.

If necessary, mulch newly seeded area with       tons per acre of mulch material.  May seed small grain as a companion crop at the rate of       pounds per acre, but clip or harvest before it heads out.

Operation and Maintenance

1. Remove sediment when 6 inches of sediment have accumulated at the field border/cropland interface.

2. Shut off sprayers and raise tillage equipment to avoid damage to field borders.

3. Shape and reseed border areas damaged by storms, chemicals, tillage or equipment traffic.

4. Fertilize, mow, harvest, and control noxious weeds to maintain plant vigor.  

5. Fill or reseed ephemeral gullies and rills that develop in the border.
