PRACTICE INFORMATION 
 

Situations where silvopasture establishment applies includes: 1) pasture where trees or shrubs can be 
added; 2) forest where forages can be added; 3) Land on which neither the desired trees nor forages 
exist in sufficient quantity to meet the land user’s objectives. 

This practice may be applied on any area that is suitable for the desired plants. 

Tree species must be adapted to the site and compatible with planned livestock management. 

Forage species must be adapted to the site and compatible with the planned management of the site. 
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
