NRCS Conservation Practices name and number must be used when recommended. Sufficient guidance and detail must be included to allow the practices to be properly implemented.  NRCS District Conservationists should be able to use this plan to create contracts for EQIP and WHIP without any other supporting documentation.
Pictures are encouraged. 
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INTRODUCTION
Discuss what a forest management plan is, what it relates to, how it can be used for treating resource concerns, and what type of inventory process was used. 
PROPERTY INFORMATION

Include background information such as: Landowner information – name, address, operation, size, location of parcel, etc.
LANDOWNER OBJECTIVES

List client objectives (be specific) and desired future conditions relating to: Wood and fiber production; Forest health; Wildlife habitat;
Special areas; Recreation development; Environmental Services (carbon credits, clean water offsets, conservation easements, etc; Others
SIGNATURES AND APPROVALS

Acquire the necessary signatures, including the landowner’s, for the type of forestry plan being developed. Signatures should include the person or persons preparing the plan, the TSP for NRCS to approve it, NRCS District Conservationist, and Landowner to acknowledge plan has been received and is according to his specifications. 

ENVIRONMENTAL EVALUATIONS  

Discuss environmental issues/conditions relating to Forest Management, Wildlife Habitat, Endangered Species, Woodland Protection, Access, Cultural Resources, and Forest Health & Protection, Water Resource & Quality, and Recreation & Aesthetic Resources.  Check for possible T&E species citing using the Arkansas Department of Natural Heritage database.  An “Opportunity to Review,” MUST be requested from the Arkansas Department of Natural Heritage.  NRCS CPA-52, Environmental Evaluation Worksheet must also be attached.
