2) Bracing Materials, Dimensions, and Additional Information
	General Bracing Information: Trees, stumps, in-service utility poles or landscape timbers are not allowed. All pipe posts should be a minimum standard weight steel pipe (ASTM A 53, Schedule 40). Follow the below requirements for a variety of pipe options for posts. Any additional specifications can be found by contacting the local NRCS field office. Use a minimum 2-3/8” diameter drill stem pipe. All pipe will have the top closed to prevent rainfall from entering post. All pipe should be in excellent condition.

3) Brace Assembly Requirements
	General Brace Assembly Requirement: Bracing of anchor (pull) posts is required at all corners, gates, and
fence ends, at certain specified distances, and at definite slope and alignment changes in the fence line.

	General Line Post Information: Smooth wire electric fences with more than two wires will have posts spaced at least every 100 feet. Fiberglass, fiberglass T post, eucalyptus, rigid plastic and composite posts are acceptable line posts with electric fence. Steel posts or rods may be used with UV protected insulators. All non-traditional electric fence post should have a 10 year manufactures warranty and have UV protection.

5) Wire Materials, Dimensions and Additional Information
	General Wire Information: Tension of wires will be maintained with in-line tighteners for the proper average height needed for animal control. The height of one-wire fences should be 2/3 of the shoulder height of the grazing animal or where the nose of the animal touches the wire when the head is extended (32-36 inches).

6) Additional Guidance
The above information is Arkansas NRCS’s minimum specifications. It is acceptable to construct a fence which exceeds these specifications. However, all portions of the fence must meet minimum specifications regardless if other portions exceed specifications. Only new materials will be used with exception of steel pipe and utility poles in excellent condition.
