GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Prior to filling pipeline, inspect all drains to be sure that drain valves are closed.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Allow the time to fill gradually when being put into use after shutdown or draining.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Check pipeline area for leaks, settlement, and erosion.  Repair deficiencies.  Maintain depth of cover over the pipeline.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Open and close all valves slowly to prevent excessive water hammer.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Check to make sure all air vacuum valves, air release valves and vents are set at the operating conditions, the airway is open, and the float ball and seat are in place and undamaged.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Periodically check and repair valves, pressure regulators, pumps, screens, filters and other system appurtenances following the manufacturer’s recommendations.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Inspect the pipeline for abrupt changes in quantity of water received from the source.  Remove debris, minerals, algae and other materials which may restrict the flow.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Drain all system components in areas subject to freezing or provide for cold weather operation of the system.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Check above-ground and on-ground pipeline installations, including coating s.  Repair any leaks or damage immediately.
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 FORMCHECKBOX 

Limit traffic over the pipeline to designated sections that were designed for traffic loads.  Avoid travel over the pipeline when the soil is saturated.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Control all rodents or burrowing animals.  Immediately repair any damage caused by their activity.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Immediately repair any damage from vandalism, vehicles, or livestock.
