1. scope

To use environmentally sensitive prevention, avoidance, monitoring and suppression strategies to manage weeds, inspect, diseases, animals and other organisms (including invasive and non-invasive species that directly or indirectly cause damage and annoyance.

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Plans shall be reviewed periodically to incorporate new IPM technology, respond to cropping system and pest complex changes, and avoid development of pest resistance.  Periodic review could be when a change occurs in the crop rotation of when new pesticides are labeled for use. 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Maintain mitigation practices and/or management techniques identified in the plan in order to ensure continued effectiveness.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Develop a safety plan that includes telephone numbers and addresses for the nearest treatment centers for individuals exposed to chemicals and the telephone number of the nearest poison control center.  The Arizona Drug and Poison Information Center can be contacted 24 hours/day at 

1-800-256-9822.

The National Pesticide Information Center (NPIC), telephone number in Corvallis, Oregon, may also be used in non-emergency cases by calling

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Locate all pesticide mixing areas and storage, and supply areas (tanks) at least 150 feet away from any well or surface waterbody, and down slope of wells.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Prevent the contamination of water supplies by keeping the fillerhose or pipe out of the spray tank at all times.  Install an anti-siphon device to prevent backflow.  Never leave a spray tank unattended during filling.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Pesticides used in chemigation shall be labeled for this method of application and all chemigation systems must be fitted with an anti-siphon device to prevent back flow.

6. Operation and Maintenance

The owner/client is responsible for the proper implementation of this practice including operation and maintenance of all equipment.  Operation and maintenance shall address the following:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Store pesticides according to label directions and as specified by local, state, and federal regulations.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Post warning signs according to label directions and/or local, state, and federal law around fields, which have been treated and observe restricted entry intervals.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Maintain appropriate Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Calibrate equipment before mixing and loading pesticides.  Calibrate equipment at the beginning of each season, periodically during the season, and with each major pesticide change.  Since nozzle wear increases application rate and can alter spray patterns, calibration should be checked regularly during the spray season.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Replace worn nozzle tips, cracked hoses, and faulty gauges.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Assure that the pesticide applicator knows the exact location of the area to be treated and the potential hazard of spray drift or subsequent pesticide movement onto surrounding areas.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Dispose of pesticide wastes and pesticide containers in accordance with label directions and local, state, and federal regulations.  Triple rinse pesticide containers and add rinsate to spray solution.  Clean application equipment after each use and apply rinsate to an approved site according to label directions.  Never reuse pesticide containers for any purpose.  Contact the Arizona Department of Agriculture. 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Maintain records of pesticide application for two years in accordance with USDA Agricultural Marketing Service’s Pesticide Record Keeping Program and those of Arizona Department of Agriculture.

Potential 1:  These pesticides applied on these soils have a high probability of being lost to runoff or leaching.

Potential 2:  These pesticides on these soils may be lost to runoff or leaching. Surface loss may be reduced one rank if foliar applied, incorporated, or banded under the surface. Leaching may be reduced one rank if foliar applied. Leaching potential 2 may be similar to Potential 3 if rainfall probability is low.
Potential 3:  These pesticides applied on these soils have a very low probability of being lost to leaching or surface runoff.

	PEST MANAGEMENT GUIDELINES

	1. Any reference to the use of the pesticides will utilize published recommendations of the Cooperative

	 Extension Service (CES).  NRCS will not provide alternatives that are contrary to CES data.

	2. Consider the control least harmful to the environment.

	3. When hazardous materials must be used, qualified persons will determine the kind, timing and 

	amount of pesticide used.  Follow-up measurements will be taken.

	4. The chemicals acceptable for pest control will be evaluated for leaching potential and half-life.  The

	least potential and shortest half-life will be targeted for use.
