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Consistency will be assured through cooperative coordination between the states during the development of technical guide policy and content.

PROCESS TO ASSURE CONSISTENCY

The West Region States will share proposed draft changes to technical guide policy and Sections III, IV, and V of the FOTG with adjoining states. The reviewing state will consider whether the change will have an impact on consistency in delivery of conservation technology and programs to customers in the reviewer’s state.  Consideration will be given to consistency in technical information and standards used in program delivery across state lines including conservation compliance, and incentive programs such as EQIP, WHIP, CRP WRP etc.

A. Adjoining states will provide comments on the drafts within 45 days.  

B. Potential unresolved conflicts will be documented in the originating state.

C. Unresolved technical guide issues will be elevated through the WRTWG and forwarded to the Leadership team for decision. 

States are encouraged to share other technical information with states in the region and other adjoining states.  For example, technical information from state web sites will be linked to the regional technology site.
