Enclosed is a new Connecticut / Rhode Island (CT/RI) Practice Standard for Roof Runoff Structure, #558 and a revised Connecticut / Rhode Island (CT/RI) Practice Standard for Access Road, #560.  These conservation practice standards have been updated to incorporate recent national standard revisions and have major changes from those presently in the FOTG.  Please take the time to review and understand the revisions.

Please note that Technical Guide Transmittal #252, dated March 13, 2002, transmitted revised working draft copies of Connecticut (CT) Practice Standards #590 Nutrient Management and #633 Waste Utilization.  These standards had typographical errors.  The corrected versions are enclosed and are dated March 20, 2002.

Please insert the new CT/RI standard for Roof Runoff Structure, #558 dated March 2002 into Section IV of the FOTG.  Remove and destroy the CT/RI standard Access Road, #560, dated August 1999, the draft CT standard for Nutrient Management #590 dated March 12, 2002 and the draft CT standard for Waste Utilization #633, dated March 12, 2002 from your Section IV FOTG and replace them with these revised standards.

Also remove and archive as appropriate the NNTC Interim Standard for Agrichemical Facility #702, dated December 1993.  This interim standard expired in 1996.  There is no national standard for Agrichemical Facility.

New alphabetical and numerical indices are enclosed.  The new and revised standards will also be available in electronic format from the Connecticut NRCS home page.
