The monitoring well should be inspected routinely and after major rainfall events but no less than once per year.  All items noted as needing repair or maintenance should be repaired immediately.  O&M shall include:
· ensuring that the monitoring well cover is securely in place
· ensuring the well is protected from being damaged by agriculture machinery, vehicles, or livestock.
· keeping debris, vegetation and any foreign debris clear in immediate vicinity of well.
· measuring and recording water levels.
· ensuring all fences, railings, and/or warning signs are maintained to provide warning and/or prevent unauthorized public or livestock entry.
· ensuring buffer is adequately maintained.
· verifying well casing has not rusted, cracked, etc.
· ensuring surface water is not entering or accumulating at the immediate vicinity of the well site.
Contact your local NRCS office for any additional technical assistance for implementation of this O&M plan.     
All items noted as needing repair or maintenance shall be repaired immediately.
