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Stripcropping is growing row crops, forage, small grains, or fallow in strips that are of equal width across the slope of a field. This practice is used to reduce soil erosion from water and wind and protect crops from damage by wind-borne soil particles.
The crops are arranged so that a strip of grass or close-growing crop is alternated with a clean tilled strip or a strip with less protective cover. No two adjacent strips can be in an erosion-susceptible condition at the same time. Generally the strip widths are equal across the field. On sloping land where sheet and rill erosion are a concern, the strips are laid out on the contour or across the general slope. Where wind erosion is a concern, the strips are laid out as close to perpendicular as possible to the prevailing erosive wind direction. 
Operation and maintenance of stripcropping involves the following: sediment accumulations along the strip edges should be smoothed or removed and distributed over the field, all farming operations should be conducted parallel to the strip boundaries, crop rotation should be consistent with the farm enterprise crop mix and/or associated livestock operation and erosion-resistant strips shall be maintained in planned vegetative cover and surface roughness during periods when wind erosion is expected to occur.
Site-specific requirements are listed on the specifications sheet. Specifications are prepared in accordance with the NRCS Field Office Technical Guide and the Florida NRCS Conservation Practice Standard, Stripcropping, (Code 585). This practice can be certified by completing the applied column in the site specific sheet.
