GENERAL
A properly operated and maintained irrigation canal or lateral is an asset to your farm.  This irrigation canal or lateral was designed and installed to convey water from the source of supply to your farm irrigation system.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this system can be assured and possibly increased by performing operation and maintenance (O&M) activities.
This practice will require you to perform the O&M activities as listed below.
O&M REQUIREMENTS

· Conduct periodic and post-storm inspections to detect and minimize damage to the canal or lateral.
· Maintain cross section and gradient by controlling channel erosion and sloughing of side slopes and berms.

· Install and maintain fences to control livestock access when adjacent fields are used for pasture.
· Replace damaged structures to constructed grades.
· Control growth of vegetative materials, including undesired vegetation by the use of mowing and/or herbicides.  Avoid direct irrigation water contact with herbicides.  
· Immediately repair any rodent, vandalism, vehicular, or livestock damage.
