GENERAL
The aquaculture pond was installed to provide a water impoundment to manage farming of freshwater and saltwater organisms including fish, mollusks, crustaceans and aquatic plants. The life of this practice can be assured and possibly increased by performing operation and maintenance (O&M) activities.
This practice will require you to perform the O&M activities as listed below.
O&M REQUIREMENTS

· Periodically inspect the pond and structures for proper functioning especially after high rainfall events.  Embankments should be inspected for erosion.  Rills shall be filled with suitable material, compacted, seeded and fertilized as needed. 
· Promptly repair or replace of damaged areas or structures.  
· Appurtenances such as trashracks, outlet structures, and valves shall be kept free of trash and replaced when needed.
· Maintain the water levels in the pond as shown on the drawings.
· Trees can cause leaks and safety hazards and should not be permitted on the embankment or in the auxiliary spillway.
· Maintain vigorous growth of desirable vegetative coverings in areas protected by vegetation.  This includes reseeding, fertilization, and controlled application of herbicides when necessary.  Periodic mowing may also be needed to control height.
· Eradicate or otherwise remove all rodents or burrowing animals in the earthfills and repair any damage caused by their activity
