Operation & Maintenance Requirements
This channel was designed and installed to convey water to a location where it can be useful or safely discharged.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 15 years.  The life span of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out an operation and maintenance (O&M) program.  
You are required to perform inspections and O&M activities in order for this practice to achieve the intended function, benefits, and design life.  Items to inspect, operate, and maintain during the estimated design life of this practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Maintain the depth, width, side slopes and gradient of the channel.

· Remove undiserable woody vegetation from channel.
· Remove all foreign debris that hinders system operation.
· Install and maintain fences to control livestock access when adjacent fields are used for pasture.
·  Immediately repair any erosion, vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage.
