GENERAL
This terrace system was designed and installed to prevent or solve an eroding area and to safely convey runoff to a safe outlet.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this installation can be assured and possibly increased by performing operation and maintenance (O&M) activities.
This practice will require you to perform the O&M activities as listed below.
O&M REQUIREMENTS
Add or delete bullets as necessary to create a site specific O&M plan.  This line does not print.
· Periodically inspect the terraces especially after significant runoff events. 
· Promptly repair or replace damaged components.
· Perform regular cleaning of inlets for underground outlets.  Remove sediment around inlets to ensure that the inlet remains the lowest spot in the terrace channel.  Repair or replace inlets damaged by farm equipment. 
· Remove sediment that has accumulated in the terrace channel to maintain capacity and grade.
· Maintain terrace ridge height, channel profile, terrace cross-sections and outlet elevations.
· Where vegetation is specified, maintain a vigorous growth of desirable vegetative coverings.  This includes reseeding, fertilization and controlled application of herbicides when necessary.  Periodic mowing is necessary to control height.
· Notify landowner of hazards about steep slopes on the terrace.
This O&M Plan was discussed and a copy provided to the landowner/operator.
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
