GENERAL
The purpose of this practice is to collect and convey surface and subsurface water.  The estimated life span of this installation is 15 years.  The life of the surface drain, main or lateral can be assured and possibly increased by performing operation and maintenance (O&M) activities.
This practice will require you to perform the O&M activities as listed below.
O&M REQUIREMENTS

· Control the growth of vegetative materials by the use of herbicides and/or mowing.  Avoid direct drainage water contact with herbicides.
· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular, or livestock damage.
