Mulch Till
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Definition

Mulch till is managing the amount, orientation, and distribution of crop and other plant residue on the soil surface year-round, while growing crops where the entire field surface is tilled prior to planting. 

Mulch till applies to cropland and other land where crops are grown.

Purposes

· Reduce sheet and rill erosion

· Reduce wind erosion

· Maintain or improve soil organic matter content and tilth

· Conserve soil moisture

· Provide food and escape cover for wildlife

Conservation Management System

Rarely does one conservation practice provide the treatment needed for all of our natural resources. Mulch till is a component of conservation management systems.  

A conservation management system is a combination of conservation practices and management that achieves a level of treatment for our soil, water, air, plant, and animal resources while also meeting the objectives of the land user.  Practices such as crop rotation, cover crops, pest management, soil testing, and nutrient management may also be needed.

General Specifications

Full width tillage equipment is used to disturb the entire soil surface.  The tillage is performed prior to and/or during planting.  Tillage tools such as chisels, disks, field cultivators, sweeps, or blades are used.  Planting or drilling is accomplished with equipment that has coulters, row cleaners, in-row chisels, subsoiler shanks, or disk openers.  Weed control is accomplished with herbicides and/or cultivation. 

Crop residue is left on the soil surface from the prior crop harvest.  It will be uniformly distributed by combines and other harvesting machines that are equipped with spreaders capable of distributing the residue over at least 80 per cent of the combine header width.  

Crop residue will not be wind rowed or burned.  Secondary removal of residue by baling or grazing shall be limited to retain the amount of residue needed to achieve the intended purpose(s).

Start with good soil fertility and follow soil test recommendations.  Adjust planting equipment and plant during optimum soil temperatures.  

Plan weed control techniques carefully and always calibrate spraying equipment.  All pesticides used will be labeled for their intended use in Georgia.  Pesticides will be used in accordance with the label and guidelines and procedures of the UGA Cooperative Extension Service.

Burn down herbicides applied at least 2 weeks prior to planting will kill the cover crop, weeds, and other vegetation that may compete with the crop and deplete the soil moisture.

Additional Guidelines 

Used properly, mulch till may reduce soil erosion to 50-75% of that occurring under moldboard plowing and other conventional planting systems.

Tillage buries crop residue, aerates the soil, and increases the rate of crop residue decomposition.  As long as conventional tillage is used, we can not increase the amount of organic matter in Georgia soils.  Long-term residue management is needed in order to increase the amount of soil organic matter, which will improve the biological, chemical, and physical condition of the soil. 

Crop residue decomposes rapidly and what seems to be a lot of residue at fall harvest will become a lesser amount by spring due to overwintering decomposition.  Cover crops may be needed to provide additional crop residue, especially where low-residue producing crops like cotton, peanuts, and soybeans are grown. 

Leaving rows of unharvested crops standing at intervals across the field can increase the value of residue for wildlife.
