IDAHO TECHNICAL GUIDE NOTICE NUMBER 232
Purpose:  Update of eFOTG – Section III

As directed by the Deputy Chief, Science and Technology, eFOTG - Section III, Soil, Water, Air, Plant and Animal Quality Criteria has been updated to add new resource concerns including:  Soil Condition – Rangeland Site Stability, Water Quantity – Rangeland Hydrologic Cycle, Plant Condition – Threatened or Endangered Plant Species: Plant Species Listed or Proposed for Listing under the Endangered Species Act, and Plant Condition – Threatened or Endangered Plant Species: Declining Species, Species of Concern.

Changes to the Description of Concerns, National Quality Criteria and Measurement Units have been made.  The following resource concerns are affected by one or more of these changes:

Soil Erosion – Wind


Soil Erosion – Mass Movement


Soil Condition – Contaminants

Water Quantity – Excessive Subsurface Water


Water Quantity – Drifted Snow


Water Quantity – Inadequate Outlets


Water Quantity – Reduced Capacity of Conveyances by Sediment Deposition

Water Quantity – Aquifer Overdraft


All Water Quality resource concerns


All Air Quality resource concerns


All Plant resource concerns with the exception of Plant Condition – Wildfire Hazard


All Animal resource concerns with the exception of Domestic Animals – Inadequate 
Quantities and Quality of Feed and Forage.
