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Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an inspection and maintenance program.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Inspect annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.

2. Check for proper functioning of gates, covers, caps, barriers, locks, fences, and other security or safety components.

3. Promptly repair or replace damaged or inoperable components.

4. Keep any mine drainage facilities functioning as intended.
5. Repair any settlement or erosion that occurs that may adversely affect the safe and effective operation of the practice.  If this problem persists, evaluate the closure for leakage and erosion of the fill material and then implement corrective measures.  Keep machinery away from steep side slopes.  Keep equipment operators informed of all potential hazards.
6. Maintain access roads, where appropriate.

7. Consider appropriate safety issues for each plan written.
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
