Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an inspection and maintenance program.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 4-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
General
1. Follow the high tunnel structure manufacturer’s recommended operation and maintenance.  
2. Promptly repair or replace damaged components as necessary.  Follow manufacturer’s recommendations for disposal of used or damaged component materials.
3. Remove and store high tunnel cover at the end of each growing season or when snow loads may damage the structure.  Reinstall cover prior to use.
4. Inspect after significant storm events and on a regular basis to identify repair and maintenance needs.  This includes complementary measures such as diversions and roof runoff structures.
5. Avoid damage from equipment operated in and around the seasonal high tunnel.
6. If roof runoff causes soil erosion, install measures to minimize the erosion.  Where the high tunnel will be moved, erosion minimizing measures may be temporary features such as a layer of mulch or geotextile.  Where high tunnels will not be moved, more permanent erosion minimizing measures such as rock trenches with underground outlets or establishing sod cover may be implemented.  Contact your local NRCS office if further guidance is needed.
7. Follow the Nutrient Management Plan.  
Note to Designer – if the system does not include Nutrient Management, include the following instead:
7. Apply nutrients in a manner that will not cause surface water or ground water impairments and will not create a health concern for humans in and around the high tunnel.
8. Follow the Pest Management Plan.  
Note to Designer – if the system does not include Pest Management, include the following instead:
8. Apply pesticides in a manner that will not cause surface water or ground water impairments and will not create a health concern for humans in and around the high tunnel.
9. Follow the Irrigation Water Management Plan.  
Note to Designer – if the system does not include Irrigation Water Management, include the following instead:
9. Apply irrigation water in a manner that will not cause surface water or ground water impairments.
