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Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an inspection and maintenance program.  Items to inspect and maintain during the first 10-years after the waste facility is closed include, but are not limited to, the following:

For sites where the land is reclaimed

1. Inspect at least annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.

2. Repair any settlement or erosion that occurs; add fill and revegetate or resurface as needed. 

3. Maintain mounding and/or water diversions to prevent accumulation of water over the site.

4. Maintain vegetated areas in adequate cover; re-seed and mow as needed.

For sites converted to fresh water storage or other use
The converted facility shall meet the requirements as set forth in the NRCS practice standard for the intended purpose.  Follow the Operation & Maintenance guidance for that NRCS practice.
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
