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	Oregon Threatened & Endangered Plant Survey Form



General Information and Disclaimers
Oregon currently provides habitat to 17 Federally-listed plant species.  To comply with the Endangered Species Act (ESA), you need to consider the effects of your project on federally-listed threatened and endangered (T&E) species prior to project implementation. 
1.  To determine whether you will need to conduct a field survey for T&E plants, you need to check the response that you received from your T&E Species List Request.  If you received a “T&E Plant Species” Table in that response, you may need to conduct a field survey.  
2.  Some species only need plant surveys in specific situations:

    a.  Howellia aquatica - survey only needed if your site has deep vernal pools or sloughs.

    b.  Lomatium bradshawii, Lomatium cookii, Plagiobothrys hirtus, or Sidalcea nelsoniana - survey only needed in areas with hydric soils.

    c.  Limnanthes floccosa ssp. grandiflora - survey only needed if your site has vernal pools.
3.  If, after considering the specific situations above, you need to conduct a plant survey, then check the "Survey/bloom time" column in the “T&E Plant Species” Table that you received.  This column estimates each species’ bloom period.  This is the time when you should conduct a plant survey.  Use this Form to conduct the survey.   Note: Bloom time for a species can vary greatly even across relatively small distances within a species range. The best strategy is to check a known plant location (reference sites or refer to local experts) for bloom timing and conduct surveys for your project area during that same period.  If habitat appears to be evident at a site and no nearby reference sites are available, it would be best to survey a couple of times during the general bloom period at about two week intervals.
4.  It is not necessary to look for ESA plants in farm fields that are regularly tilled or sprayed to eliminate non-crop species.  You will need to survey the edges of fields and in areas that are not cropped or sprayed.  If after conducting appropriately timed surveys you find no individuals of these plants, your project will have "no effect" on federally listed plant species.  Document this in your project Biological Evaluation (BE).  Document your survey route and summary on this Form and attach it to your BE.
5.  If during field surveys, you locate populations of a federally listed plant species, you will need to document the effects of your proposed project activities to these species in a BE (if informal consultation) or Biological Assessment (BA – if formal consultation is needed).  If your project "may affect" these plants, you may need to consult with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.  If a BE or BA are required for your project, this completed survey form should be attached to that document.    

It is highly advised that you attend a Field Training (conducted by the Oregon Plant Material Specialist) for identification of the species that are known to occur in your Field Area.
