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A properly operated and maintained pond liner is an asset to your farm.  This pond lining is designed and installed to limit the seepage loss from the pond.  The following are minimum operation and maintenance requirements that contribute to the practice longevity and function.

	· Safety concerns:  Do not walk on liner.  Liner may be very slippery.  Install ropes across pond in both directions as a safety measure.  Other safety measures are:  

	     


· Limit the use or travel in the area which is lined.

· Prevent livestock from using any area of the pond which has artificial liners.

· Do not drop any objects on liner.

· Do not place additional weight or objects with sharp edges on the lining material. 

· Periodic inspection of the following:

- Visible portions of the liner for tears punctures, or other damage;

- Liner interface with inlets, outlets, ramps, or other appurtenances for damage;

- Liquid level in the structure;

- Ballooning of the liner indicating presence of gas beneath the liner.

· Follow manufacturer repair procedures.


· Immediately repair vandalism, vehicular, livestock or other damages to liner or sealants.  

· Immediately remove any debris that may harm or reduce the effectiveness of sealants.

· Maintained fences to prevent unauthorized human or livestock entry.

· Maintain the soil covering on artificial liners at the constructed depth.

· Follow manufacturer's recommendations for maintenance.
