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A properly operated and maintained spring system is an asset to your farm.  This spring system is designed and installed to collect water from a spring.  The estimated life span of this installation is about 10 years.  The life of this system can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance plan.

Following are the requirements of the operation and maintenance plan for your spring system.
