This Operation and Maintenance Plan provides the minimum requirements for operating and maintaining your waste transfer system to ensure its proper functioning and longevity.  
· Avoid direct contact with waste water to skin, mouth, nose and eyes.
· Following are actions which must be taken to minimize flies and other insects during the transfer of material:
	


· The intake for a pump shall be kept above the pond bottom. 
· Liquid or slurry material must be adequately agitated (agitators, reverse pumping, etc.) prior to removal or transfer.
· Do not exceed the capacity of the transfer equipment. 
· Transfer of waste must be done during dry weather.
· Avoid spills along the transfer route.
· For the hauling of material from one geographical area to another, record keeping by the producer or his/her designated representative will be required and may include such items as: 
· the type, nutrient content, and amount of material transferred;
· the solids percentage of the material;
· the date of the transfer; 
· the name and address of the source and destination of the material; and 
· the condition of the material as left at the destination (spread, stockpiled, covered, etc.).
· Periodically remove solids from conveyance conduits such as concrete lined ditches, etc. 
· After use, flush pipelines with fresh water to reduce gas build up and risk of explosion.
· Maintain all pumps, agitators, piping, valves, electrical, and mechanical equipment in good operating condition following the manufactures recommendations.
· Maintain grounding rods and wiring of all electrical equipment in good working condition.
· Maintain all safety shields on pumps, motors, electrical, or mechanical equipment.
