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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE PLAN
HEAVY USE AREA PROTECTION (561)
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A properly operated and maintained heavy use area is an asset to your operation. This practice is designed and installed to stabilize the area from intensive use. Following are the minimum operation and maintenance requirements that will contribute to its longevity and functioning.
· Inspect the area annually and after significant rainfall to identify and perform repair and maintenance needs.
· Implement conservation practices that limit particulate matter emission.
· Periodically remove accumulated solids from the area.
· Protect stockpiled solid waste so that solids or soluble constituents will not leave the property as a result of rainfall. 
· Repair cracks, holes, depressions, and other damage to the surfacing material.
· Maintain vigorous growth of desirable vegetative coverings. This includes reseeding, adding nutrients, and application of herbicides when necessary, Periodic mowing or grazing may also be needed to control height.
· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicle, wildlife, or livestock damage.
