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A properly operated and maintained underground outlet system can be a valuable asset to your operation. This practice is designed and installed to stabilize the waterway from erosion, while minimizing damage to other resources. 
Following are the minimum operation and maintenance requirements that will contribute to its longevity and functioning over a planned 20-year lifespan:
· Keep inlets, trash guards, collection boxes, and structures clean and free of materials that can reduce the flow. 
· Check outlet pipe and animal guards to ensure proper functioning. 
· Repair eroded areas at the pipe outlet. 
· Maintain adequate depth of cover over the pipe. 
· Avoid operation of tillage and sub-soiling equipment that could damage components of the outlet system. 
· Control vehicle and livestock access and immediately repair any damage caused by their presence. 
· Repair leaks and broken or crushed pipes to insure proper functioning of the pipe.
