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A properly operated and maintained waste treatment system is an asset to your farm. This system is designed and installed to treat agricultural waste. The estimated 10-year life of this installation can be assured and will be increased by implementing a good operation and maintenance plan. 
Follow the Operation and Maintenance items listed below, as applicable, to your system.
· Animal density in an inoculated deep litter system cannot exceed 1,000 pounds per 78 square feet (Also equals 12.8 pounds per square foot).  
· Apply indigenous microorganisms in an inoculated deep litter system as per the recommendations of the University of Hawaii Cooperative Extension Service. 
· The moisture level in an inoculated deep litter system must be between 50 and 70 %.
· Practice appropriate bio-security measures for your operation.
· The capacity of your liquid manure separator is ____ gallons and/or ___ cubic feet of solids per day.
· Use the operation, maintenance, and safety procedures for all equipment as outlined in the manual. 
· Develop a contingency plan for the eventuality of equipment failure.
· Use the Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan to ensure appropriate operation of your facility.
· Avoid contact with animal waste whenever possible.
· Replenish dry litter (e.g. wood chips) in an inoculated deep litter system at least every six months or immediately when coarser bedding (logs) start to surface.
· Monitor (Take notes as necessary.) and maintain all equipment in good operating condition and follow the manufacturer's recommendations.
· Prevent unauthorized human and livestock entry by maintaining fencing, railings, and warning signs.
· Immediately repair any vandalism, and vehicular or livestock damage to the system.
