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OTHER – STREAMBANK PROTECTION

CURRENT CONDITIONS – This tract has a perennial stream averaging 25 feet in width and 3 feet in depth.  Beef cattle use the stream for a source of water.  The landowner wants to eliminate the streambank erosion.  There is some bank disturbance and erosion caused by cattle entering and leaving the stream.  The soils on each side of the stream are non-hydric.  There are no threatened or endangered species present. 

RMS OPTION – Construct two fenced crossings to encourage cattle to enter the stream at these locations to obtain water.  Shape, vegetate, and fence the stream.  

NOTE 1:  Needed permits will be obtained by the landowner for the streambank work.  

NOTE 2:  Additional RMS’s should be established for pasture and woodland to meet the landowner’s objectives and resource needs.
