The purpose of the practiceis to transfer
anima manure , bedding material, spilled
feed, process waste water, and other residues
associated with animal production to a
treatment facility or to agricultural land for

final utilization as a source of organic
material.

Manure
transfer may involve one to severa
conservation practices such as various types
of structures, pipelines, pumps, and even
delivery trucks.
