	Road Grading:
	The road base (gravel) should have a good mixture of fine and medium sized aggregate.  The road will be disturbed to mix up the aggregate.  The road will be shaped so that it is crowned to allow run off of precipitation.  No compaction of the road base material at this point.

	Water:
	Water must be added to the graded (non-compacted) road base.  Sufficient quantities to moisten the material and allow the infiltration of the dust control agent.

	Mag Chloride:
	Apply the Magnesium Chloride to the wetted road base at the rate of ½ gallon per square yard.

	Compaction:
	Compaction of the road surface can be accomplished with a specific piece of equipment designed for compaction.  Or normal vehicular traffic will accomplish the same effect.
