Aquatic Habitat Suitability
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Resource Concern Definition - Pollution of open water, benthic, or stream bed embryo habitat.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria  -  Water bodies provide suitable habitat for species of concern to grow, and reproduce.

Method for evaluating resource condition - On-site data collection is made using the Stream Fish Wildlife Habitat Evaluation Guide to determine if the water body provides suitable habitat for the species of concern to grow, reproduce, and perpetuate acceptable population levels.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
