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Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Cultural Resources
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Resource Concern Definition - Cultural resources are not adequately protected

Resource Condition Quality Criteria - The system can be applied to an area containing significant cultural resources if it has a neutral or positive effect on that resource.  Systems can be applied if negative effects are avoided or mitigation occurs to lessen or eliminate negative effects.
Method for evaluating resource condition - Absence or presence of cultural resources is established using the SHPO) definition of cultural resources.  When presence is established, significance will be determined by qualified cultural resources personnel according to the National Register of Historic Places criteria.  An on-site investigation is made and documented on the Environmental Evaluation prior to the installation of ground disturbing practices.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
