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Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Domestic Animal Food
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Resource Concern Definition - Quantity and quality of food are not provided to meet the seasonal requirements of the species of concern.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria - Nutritional requirements of animals are met throughout season or year, to the degree that health, growth, reproduction and general well being is maintained. 
Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site evaluation is made to determine whether the quantity and quality of food available for domestic animals is adequate.  Plant production quality criteria is met on grazing lands.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
