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Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Domestic Animal Quantity and Quality of Water
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Resource Concern Definition - Adequate quantity and quality of water is not provided for domestic animals.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria - Water quantity is adequate, and of sufficient quality to meet daily needs of domestic animals. 

Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site evaluation is made to determine if adequate quantities of water, of required quality are available for domestic animals.   Water quantity needs are based on animal water requirements shown in the National Range Handbook.  Water quality problems are identified using the NRCS Surface Water Quality Indicator Guide and/or laboratory tests obtained by the client.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
