PROPOSED, AND CANDIDATE SPECIES

The federal rules and background information regarding listing for each listed, proposed, and candidate species are identified on the individual species pages of a US Fish and Wildlife (USFWS) internet database, located at http://ecos.fws.gov/webpage/.

To obtain the species profile for a listed species, click on the appropriate taxonomic group (Vertebrate animals, Invertebrate animals, Flowering plants, Non-flowering plants).  For proposed or candidate species, click on “Proposed species only” or “Candidate species only.” 

Under the Table of Contents, click on the appropriate group:  Mammals, Birds, Reptiles, Amphibians, Fishes.

To obtain the species profile, click on the scientific name of the species.  

The rules pertaining to the species are listed.  Many can be accessed by clicking on the Federal Register reference codes.  Further information about the species is available by clicking on “SEARCH for this species on the USFWS web site.”
