AIR QUALITY CRITERIA

3.
Air.  Quality - Airborne sediment and smoke particles causing safety problems, machinery problems, vehicular problems, structure problems and health problems.

a.
Onsite.  Such as reduced visibility and vehicle accidents, breathing, lung and eye irritation.


Criteria are met when measures are planned so that the treated area does not adversely contribute to air quality problems from airborne sediment and smoke.  Prescribed Burning is an essential practice when burning is involved.  Burning that may cause safety problems is not acceptable.  Criteria must meet any federal, state, or local laws.

b.
Offsite.  Criteria are met when measures are planned so that the treated area does not contribute to safety problems associated with airborne sediment and smoke.  Prescribed Burning is an essential practice when burning is involved.  Burning that may cause a safety problem is not acceptable.  Criteria must meet all federal, state, or local laws.

c.
Airborne odors.  Objectionable odors from such sources as confined livestock, manure, manure storage areas, waste lagoons, field application of manure, and other organics.


Criteria are met when measures are planned so that treated areas do not contribute to problems associated with objectionable airborne odors.  Waste Utilization, Waste Management Systems, Pest Management, and Nutrient Management may become essential practices.
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
