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SECTION II – SOILS INFORMATION

INTRODUCTION

Information from the State Soil Survey Database and/or the soil survey is used as the basis for this section.  Each set of tables and soil interpretations is unique by county.  The following listing shows the latest updates of published soil surveys, soils handbooks, and soil interpretations for the 95 counties in Tennessee.  Tennessee is progressing to a new database (National Soils Information System – NASIS).  As each individual county database is updated, it will be noted in this section.

All program eligibility applications requiring soils information are based on frozen highly erodible land (HEL) legends dated January 1, 1990.  If a soil survey has been updated since that date, a conversion legend from the new legend to the frozen list must be made and maintained in Section II.
