Plant Condition-Wildfire Hazard
Resource Concern Definition – The kinds and amounts of fuel loadings (plant biomass) pose risks to human safety, structures, and resources should wildfire occur.
Quality Criteria – Land use and management do not significantly increase the risk for increased frequency or intensity of catastrophic wildfires. Where possible, wildfire risks are reduced to protect life and property.

· Client Interview

· Visual assessment protocols

· Site and flammable biomass inventories

· Aerial photo analysis
