Endangered Plant Species
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Resource Concern Definition Plant populations and/or habitat quantity and quality have reached a level that one or more plant species are in danger of or threatened with extinction.
Resource Condition Quality Criteria – Land use and management adequately protects and does not adversely impact state or federally listed habitat. When listed species habitat is present, actions and procedures comply with law.
Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site investigation will be made to determine if any protected species listed in 

Section I of the Field Office Technical Guide occur on the site.
