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Resource Concern Definition - State or Federally listed threatened and endangered or protected species are not adequately protected.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria - State or Federally listed threatened and endangered species are adequately protected.  When threatened and endangered species are identified per Section I, FOTG, actions and procedures will conform with laws and established policy. 

Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site investigation will be made to determine if any protected species listed in 

Section I of the Field Office Technical Guide occur on the site.  

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
