QUALITY CRITERIA

INTRODUCTION

Quality criteria establishes the minimum treatment to adequately address the resource concerns soil, water, air, plant, and animal identified during the planning process to develop a Resource Management System (RMS).  Quality criteria can be stated in either qualitative or quantitative terms for each resource. 

Human considerations must also be taken into account during the planning process.  These considerations include both economic (land, labor, capital, risk, and profitability) and social (cultural resources, client characteristics, and community values) factors.  Clearly, human considerations will have an influence on the structure and functions of resource management systems.

The RMS criteria are met when treatment has been planned that will resolve all of the identified resource problems according to the Quality Criteria.  The RMS will be considered applied when all of the conservation practices that make up the system have been installed according to conservation practice standards in Section IV and are being properly maintained.

In some instances, the individual landowner cannot solve an existing resource problem without the participation of other landowners (group planning, area-wide planning, etc.).  In those cases, the requirements for an RMS will be met when the actions of the individual landowner are no longer contributing to the problem.
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
